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Child Protection Training

Child abuse and neglect are realities in our communities. Awareness of child protection is essential for all practitioners working with children and young people. 
This course looks at:-

· What child abuse is

· How to spot potential signs of abuse

· How to respond if a child confides in you

· Steps that can be taken to safeguard their welfare.

Aims of Training: 
The course aims to define child protection, looks at signs of abuse and neglect and provide information on reporting strategies. The course will help you recognise and know what to do if you believe a child is at risk.

Objectives: 
At the end of the training participants will:-
· Have an understanding of the legal requirements of child protection policies and how it affects their organisation. 
· Know what to do if you believe a child is at risk.
· Know who to approach.
· Know how to report concerns and understand your role.
· Understand how to make your working environment safe for children and young people.
